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Courtesy of Dave Sallery, we have a selection of photographs of the loading apparatus at Llandullas and shots of the “Islay Trader” at the jetty. The ship scales out at half a metre in ‘N’ and may be too big to fit in the ‘sea’!
Meetings up to Monday 25th March

The photo below, again by Dave Sallery, shows what length of pier the ship needs and also shows the hatches of the Islay Trader in the vertical position (they are massive). In the foreground are the concrete moulded blocks of the shore defence. These are obtainable in N Gauge from Japanese firm Tomytec (scale 1:150) but are pretty expensive at €8.26 for 25 ready painted pieces + €7.50 shipping! Anyone fancy making a mould to produce some?

Dave’s other picture gives some good detail of the conveyor belt system which runs along the jetty (interesting to see that there is CCTV in operation).

The quarry end of the layout is also undergoing some additional scenic work as can be seen to the right. The intention is to merge the rock formation into the backscene on the back board thereby adding a little more depth to the layout – mind you, by the time we have the ‘sea’ at the front, we shall be looking at something like 4ft from the front of the layout to the backscene.
